Two Annual Youth Retreats Kick Off the New Year 

Over the first weekend of January, four 

households attended the annual 12-Year-old 

Retreat, which was held at Mountain View 

Retreat Center (Highland Retreat).  The re-

treat provides dedicated time to discuss the 

changes that'll happen within the upcoming 

years, specifically around communication 

and relationship-building skills as teenagers 

mature and gain greater independ-

ence.  During the final session of the retreat 

each household is gifted a Bible from the 

church.  Together we discuss Luke 2:41-52 

in which Jesus, at age 12, claims his own 

independence and vocationally calling.  

 

This past weekend, nearly 30 senior high youth members attended the annual Snow Camp, which was 

held at Red Oak Lodge (Highland Retreat).  Throughout the weekend we enjoyed a dusting of snow on 

Saturday morning; played ultimate Frisbee; prepared food; hiked; participated in group games and team

-building exercises; and were privileged to have Myron Blosser serve as our resource person.  Myron's 

sessions focused on healthy growth for both trees (Tree of Knowledge and the Tree of Life) as well as an 

exploration of leadership styles.   

In addition, his sessions included numerous examples pertaining to biology and biotechnology fields, 

which helped link the retreat with the Climate Action Sunday school class that the senior high youth

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CMC ENDS 2019 WITH A BUDGET SURPLUS 

Thank you for your generous giving to CMC in 2019! The total amount contribut-

ed to the operating fund was $510,640. While this is less than budget, we ended 

the year with a surplus of $5,000 since we had less in budgeted expenses than 

anticipated. ðHeidi Derstine on behalf of Administration Commission 

CMCôs non-budgeted giving totaled $79,636 with the funds going to the following:
